The meeting was called to order by Herb at 7:05 PM.

Meeting minutes from March 10, 2009, were approved.

1) Pet Sheltering: Charlie mentioned the pet sheltering sub-committee, several school representatives, and the Natick animal control officer, Keith Tosi, will tour Natick High School.  They will decide what specifically is needed to have the high school ready as a pet shelter.  One issue they will consider is having a separate area for pets and their owners separate from the rest of the residents housed in the shelter at the high school.  Charlie would like to contact other towns in Region 4a that have a pet sheltering plan.  Dan mentioned he will try to find out information about Worcester’s pet sheltering program.

2) Database Management: Herb mentioned Natick MRC volunteer, Tom Daly, a retired software engineer, has agreed to help with the database management.  Herb will send out an email asking members to update what trainings they have completed.  We are continuing to work on remote access capability.

3) LEPC: Jim mentioned the LEPC drill at Natick Collection has been postponed until the second or third week in June 2009.  There will be a meeting prior to the drill.

4) Region 4A 501c3 Application: Region 4a is working on finding a legal way to be able to accept donations to support the MRCs.  A meeting of the legal council is scheduled for 4/8/09.

5) HHAN:  A HHAN drill for the entire Natick MRC will occur in the near future.  All Natick MRC volunteers received an email notifying them it will be conducted.

6) Medical Volunteers Meeting:  A program called “Role of the Medical/Nursing MRC Volunteer” is scheduled for April 15, 2009, at 7:00 PM, at Natick Town Hall.  This informal gathering will provide an opportunity for Natick MRC medical volunteers to get to know each other better.  Liisa Jackson will present a PowerPoint presentation about the central Massachusetts ice storm of December 2008.  Also, badging for all Natick MRC volunteers will be available at 7:00 PM before the presentation begins.

7) Natick Days:  There will be a general information meeting on Wednesday, April 29, 2009, at Town Hall at 7:00 PM for groups interested in being participants at this year’s Natick Days scheduled for Saturday, September 12, 2009.  Herb is requesting for an executive committee member to be present at this meeting.

8) CPR Heart saver course:  Jim will try to schedule a CPR course for MRC members on a Saturday morning in June 2009 in Natick.

9) ARC MOU with MRC:  On April 2, 2009, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed between the MRC and American Red Cross (ARC) at a national level.  This new relationship will help both organizations meet their common goals, such as running shelters during natural disasters.  Herb will ask Mike if he could contact the ARC chapter that would respond to help Natick if needed.  We could possibly invite the ARC representative to one of our EC meetings. 

10) PTO:  The EC discussed the idea of organizing an influenza presentation for the fall 2009 through the Parents Teachers Organizations in Natick.  Jessica stated she could try to contact the PTO president.
